The Grant Program
Inclusive Educational Arts Workshop
The purpose of our Inclusive Educational Arts Workshop is to build and sustain strong community connections and create artistic opportunities in North Carolina inclusive to those on the autism spectrum. Our grant supports local artists in developing educational arts based workshops that utilize the best teaching practices for those on the autism spectrum and help to create community-based connectivity that expands students’ roles as community participants with the capacity to link students and artists to a range of arts and educational based practices and opportunities.
We fund projects that:
Use the arts as a tool for self-expression and personal development.
Identify and create strategies for motivating and educating students with autism in the arts.
Develop new sources for exhibition and community recognition of students’ work.
Enhance the capacity of the school community to provide innovative and creative educational and artistic programs.

		Eligible Requests

We support projects directly benefiting the students of Jordan Lake School of the Arts and our local arts community, and individual North Carolina artists. We do not make grants to government agencies, to artists based outside of North Carolina, or for lobbying or religious purposes.

Applicant organizations must meet the following criteria:
· Ability to design, to organize, and to implement an inclusive arts workshop. 
· A minimum of 2 years of experience and recognition in the arts community.
· Evidence of successful completion of a minimum of one juried show or participation in a documented community performance.
· Strong background in working with children.  
· Proven track record of relationships fostered with other organizations and arts based organizations in the North Carolina community.
Grants requests are limited to a maximum of $2,500. This RFP is for one-time, short-term (two week maximum) project.


The Grant Review Process

Application Procedures

Please submit an application containing all of the items specified below, including all requested attachments. Applicants should submit a typed document including the application contents outlined, but must be submitted hardcopy via postal service to our business address.

We will contact you if we have questions or require additional information. We will acknowledge your application within two weeks of its receipt. If we are interested in funding your proposal, we will contact you to discuss your application within three months. The submission deadline for applications is July 1st of each year. Determinations of the grant designee will be made by October 1st each year.


Application Contents

Your application must include:
1. Cover letter
2. Summary of Experience
3. Narrative (no more than five pages) that includes:

· Brief statement of artistic medium to be explored and goals and objectives
· Specific benefits to our target population
· Project activities
· Key Staff (with attached resumes)
1. End of Project Result, ie an exhibit at a local venue, stage performance, et cetera  
2. Project Budget (expenses and income)
3. Artist’s Background (mission, major activities, and credentials for carrying out project)
4. Conclusion (brief statement of project plan)
5. Appendices (Attachments)
· Sample of Artist’s work
· Letter of Recommendation from previous grant provider
Staff Biographies and Key Staff Resumes
· Operating Budget
· Support letters or endorsements (limited to maximum of two)
